Summary of Member Resolutions-Advocacy Requests

April 11, 2003 – Member Resolution

Issue:
Prepare a revised FCC-FAC Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) outlining the duties and responsibilities of the frequency coordinators.

Action:
Ballot and Draft of the MOU sent to the membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 12 members supporting and 8 abstaining.

Result:
Letter outlining suggested revisions was sent to the Chief of the Public Safety and Private Wireless Division on April 14, 2003.

April 16, 2003 – Advocacy Ballot 03-03

Issue:
Prepare Comments for ET Docket No. 02-380, concerning authorizing unlicensed devices for use on unused TV broadcast spectrum. 

Action:
Advocacy Ballot (03-03) along with Draft of Comments stating that TV-shared land mobile spectrum is not an appropriate home for unlicensed devices, sent to membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 12 members supporting, and 8 abstaining.

Result:
The Comments were filed on April 18, 2003.

June 6, 2003 – Advocacy Ballot (unnumbered)

Issue:
Establish a Dispute Resolution Process to hasten resolution of coordination disputes and interference cases prior to Commission involvement.

Action:
Ballot and Draft of the Dispute Resolution Process sent to the membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 14 members supporting, 1 opposing, and 5 abstaining.

Result:
LMCC Dispute Resolution Process is adopted on June 10, 2003.

June 20, 2003 – Member Resolution
Issue:
Prepare a letter in response to the ASHE/Comsearch proposal to perform database management services for the LMCC in the 1.4 GHz band.

Action:
A letter to Comsearch rejecting the manual notification proposal was drafted.

Result:
The letter was sent on June 20, 2003.

August 12, 2003 – Advocacy Ballot (unnumbered) 

Issue:
Prepare a letter in response to the American Hospital Association’s (AHA) request for LMCC support in delaying the lifting of the freeze on high power UHF operations on the former 12.5 kHz offset channels.

Action:
Advocacy Ballot along with Draft of Letter declining to support AHA’s request sent to membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 14 members supporting, and 1 abstaining.

Result:
Letter to AHA was sent on August 29, 2003.

October 10, 2003 – Advocacy Ballot 03-04

Issue:
Reject the revised 470-512 MHz Coordination Consensus and reaffirm original consensus.

Action:
Advocacy Ballot (03-04) along with a copy of the original consensus was sent to membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 12 members supporting, 1 opposing and 7 abstaining.

Result:
Letter to Public Safety and Private Wireless Division sent on October 13, 2003.

October 10, 2003 – Advocacy Ballot 03-05

Issue:
Prepare Reply Comments for WT Docket No. 99-87, explaining that it is premature to consider a timetable for migration to 6.25 kHz operations.

Action:
Advocacy Ballot (03-05) along with Draft of Reply Comments sent to membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 13 members supporting and 7 members abstaining.

Result:
Reply Comments were filed on October 15, 2003.

October 13, 2003 – Member Resolution

Issue:
Prepare letter in response the American Hospital Association’s (AHA) formal request to delay lifting the freeze on high power operations.  

Action:
A letter to the Commission was drafted explaining that the delay is unnecessary and the AHA proposal is burdensome.

Result:
The letter was filed on October 13, 2003.

October 30, 2003 – Member Resolution

Issue:
The Commission placed the American Hospital Association’s (AHA) proposal to delay lifting the high power freeze on Public Notice for comment. 

Action:
Comments noted that the delay is unnecessary and the AHA proposal is burdensome and that a workable alternative remains in place.

Result:
Comments were filed on October 30, 2003.
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
