Summary of Advocacy Requests-Member Resolutions
April 23, 2007  - Advocacy Ballot 07-02
Issue:
Prepare Comments to WT Docket No. 03-187; Effects of Communications Towers on Migratory Birds, noting the inadequate evidence for taking any of the proposed actions, but warning that any actions taken should not adversely affect the communications capabilities of the towers.
Action:
Based on the discussion and approval of the membership at the April 17, 2007 Annual Meeting, a ballot and draft of the comments was sent to the Board of Directors for review and action.  Ballot passes with five Board members supporting and one not present.
Result:
Comments submitted on April 23, 2007.

June 21, 2007  – Advocacy Ballot 07-03
Issue:
Prepare a letter to WT Docket No. 99-87/RM-9332, Notice No. 06-06; Implementation of Sections 309(j) and 337 of the Communications Act of 1934 as Amended; Promotion of Spectrum Efficient Technologies on Certain Part 90 Frequencies; Third Report and Order, in support of a Petition for Reconsideration filed by the City of New York, warning against mandatory migration to 6.25 kHz technology without providing for a smooth migration path from existing technologies.

Action:
Operating under the delegated authority of the LMCC By-laws, and noting that the position taken in the letter is consistent with LMCC’s position of record in the subject rulemaking, a ballot and draft of the letter was sent to the Board of Directors for review and action. Ballot passes unanimously with six Board members supporting.

Letter submitted on June 21, 2007.

July 23, 2007  - Advocacy Ballot 07-04
Issue:
Prepare Comments to MM Docket No. 93-177; An Inquiry Into the Commission’s Policies and Rules Regarding AM Radio Service Directional Antenna Performance Verification, encouraging the Commission to consign any rules adopted in the proceeding only to Part 17, and that such rules should be applicable primarily to tower owners.
Action:
A ballot and draft comments were sent to the membership for review and action.  Ballot passes with 15 members supporting, one abstaining, and three not voting.

Comments submitted on July 23, 2007.

August 13, 2007  - Advocacy Ballot 07-05
Issue:
Prepare Comments to WP Docket No. 07-100; Amendment of Part 90 of the Commission’s Rules, extensively addressing the full range of proposals in the rulemaking with a particular emphasis on amending the Part 90.187 trunking rules to accommodate new narrowband technologies.
Action:
A ballot and draft comments were sent to the membership for review and action. Ballot passes with 15 members supporting and four not voting.

Comments submitted on August 13, 2007

September 11, 2007 – Advocacy Ballot 07-06
Issue:
Prepare Reply Comments to WP Docket No. 07-100; Amendment of Part 90 of the Commission’s Rules, supporting Motorola’s request for flexibility in the Commission’s station identification requirements. 
Action:
A ballot and draft Reply Comments were sent to the membership for review and action. Ballot passes with 17 members supporting and two not voting.

December 12, 2007 – Member Resolution

Issue:
Prepare a letter to the Chiefs of the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau and Public Safety and Homeland Security Bureau, addressing restrictive and inconsistent Bureau rule interpretations concerning mobile operations associated with FB8 exclusive use licensees.
Action:
A draft of the letter was distributed and discussed at the December 6, 2007 LMCC meeting. The letter was unanimously approved by the 18 members in attendance.

Letter submitted on December 12, 2007.
January 14, 2008 – Member Resolution

Issue:
Send to the Chief, Wireless Telecommunications Bureau a proposed Public Notice suggesting administrative procedures for tracking incumbent licensees’ migration to 12.5 kHz narrowband operation.

Action:
A draft of the Public Notice was distributed and discussed at the December 6, 2007 LMCC meeting. The PN was unanimously approved by the 18 members in attendance.
