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LMCC President Ralph Haller(FCCA) called the 2007 Annual Membership Meeting of the Land Mobile Communications Council (LMCC) to order at 9:00 a.m. in the Caucus Room of the L’Enfant Plaza Hotel, 480 L’Enfant Plaza S.W., Washington, D.C. on Tuesday, April 17, 2007.  The meeting agenda is attached to these minutes in Appendix A, and a list of the attendees is attached to these minutes in Appendix B.  
 


Mr. Haller made introductory remarks and after member self-introductions, recognized that a quorum of the membership was present in order to transact business. Eighteen member organizations were in attendance; ITSA was not present. LMCC Secretary/Treasurer Donald Vasek(EWA) recognized proxies submitted by AAA, AASHTO, CSAA and IMSA, copies of which are attached to these minutes in Appendix C.

The minutes from the March 6, 2007 Special Membership Meeting were distributed and unanimously approved by the membership (NASF made a motion to accept the minutes. ASRI seconded.). A copy is attached to these minutes in Appendix D.

Mr. Vasek requested that any updates to the Membership Roster be sent to him at donald.vasek@enterprisewireless.org.  A copy of the current LMCC Membership Roster is attached to these minutes in Appendix E. 

Mr. Vasek reviewed the Summary of Member Resolutions/Advocacy Requests for the past year. Mr. Haller noted the renewed activity by LMCC compared to recent years and thanked the Board of Directors for their contributions. The Advocacy Summary was accepted by the membership (IMSA motion/ASRI second) and is attached to these minutes in Appendix F. 

Mr. Vasek delivered the Fiscal 2007 Financial Report.  The proposed dues level for fiscal 2008 is $1000 per member organization. The report was accepted by the membership. (NASF motion/AAR second) The dues proposal was accepted by the membership. (NASF motion/IMSA second)  A copy of the Financial Report is included in these minutes in Appendix G.

Mr. Haller reported that PCIA prepared an outline for comments in response to the FCC’s NPRM in WT Docket No. 03-187 – Effects of Communications Towers on Migratory Birds, and that he will draft the comments. The comments are due on April 23rd and due to the time constraint, Mr. Haller requested the membership grant the LMCC Board of Directors authority to approve the draft comments. AAR made a motion granting the Board the requested authority; ASRI seconded. The motion was unanimously passed by the membership.

Ken Sturdevant(FIT) led a discussion examining an October 2006 FCC MO&O in WT Docket No. 02-55 – Chevron USA, Inc. and Sprint Nextel in which Chevron’s 800 MHz mobile-only authorizations were declared “inherently secondary”.  The membership expressed concern about the possible ramifications of the Order beyond 800 MHz, especially in the VHF and UHF bands.  EWA made a motion to refer the matter to the Spectrum Management Task Force for clarification of LMCC’s preferred position; AASHTO seconded. The motion was unanimously passed by the membership.  The task force expects to meet in early May.

Jill Lyon(UTC) reported on the efforts of a number of LMCC members to develop proposed rule language to prevent adjacent channel interference at 900 MHz. Agreement between industry and the FCC on interference protection standards would hopefully lead to the termination of the FCC’s 900 MHz Auction proceeding (WT Docket No. 05-62).

Mr. Haller reported that a Third Report and Order in the Secondary Markets proceeding (WT Docket No. 00-230) was adopted on April 6, 2007.

Mr. Vasek reported that the Spectrum Management Task Force continues to work on developing coordination standards to accommodate new TDMA and FDMA equipment. A proposed revision of §90.187 is essentially completed and a Petition for Rulemaking to amend the rule is currently being drafted. 

Ms. Lyon reported on a recent contact she had with AHA regarding their proposed rule changes to synchronize Parts 2, 90 & 95 as it pertains to 1.4 GHz telemetry spectrum. Jim Pakla(MRFAC) reported on his recent contact with Comsearch regarding their need to properly notify Part 90 FACs about any WMTS filings in the Part 90 1.4 GHz spectrum.
Al Ittner(TIA), chair of the Nominating Committee, delivered his report and announced the slate of candidates for Board of Directors seats. ASRI made a motion to re-elect the current Board by acclamation. Expanding upon that motion, NASF moved that the LMCC Secretary complete a single ballot reflecting that acclamation. After some discussion, ASRI and NASF each withdrew their motion and balloting proceeded. The following members were elected by written ballot: for President- Ralph Haller(FCCA); for Vice President- Al Ittner(TIA); for Secretary/Treasurer- Donald Vasek(EWA); for Directors-at-Large- Alan Caldwell(IAFC), Tom Keller(AAR) and Jill Lyon(UTC).  The report and elections were unanimously accepted by the membership.  (MRFAC motion/CSAA second)

There being no further business before the membership, Mr. Haller adjourned the meeting at 10:35 a.m. (ASRI motion/AAR second)

Following the conclusion of the formal business meeting, an FCC Regulator’s Panel was held featuring Fred Campbell- Chief of the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau, Dana Shaffer- Deputy Chief of the Public Safety & Homeland Security Bureau, and Julius Knapp, Chief of the Office of Engineering and Technology.
