LMCC Board of Directors – WTB/PSHSB Meeting
Tuesday, June 5, 2007

MEETING MINUTES
The meeting was called to order at 10:03 AM.  Self-introductions followed. Representing LMCC were: Ralph Haller, Al Ittner, Donald Vasek, Alan Caldwell and Tom Keller.  Representing the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau were Fred Campbell, Cathy Massey, Roger Noel and Scot Stone. Representing the Public Safety and Homeland Security Bureau were Derek Poarch, Dana Shaffer and Jeff Cohen.
Mr. Haller gave a brief overview of LMCC, its membership and mission; he expressed LMCC’s desire to work closely with the two bureaus in their new configuration; and noted LMCC’s wariness of some recent decisions issued by the two bureaus.  Mr. Poarch stated that the two bureaus work together closely on issues that involve both bureaus and asked to be informed of any instances of inconsistent decisions.  Mr. Campbell outlined the current structure of the WTB and noted that Messrs. Noel and Stone are LMCC’s primary contacts in the WTB for land mobile issues.  Ms. Shaffer outlined the current structure of the PSHSB and noted that she is LMCC’s primary contact in the PSHSB for land mobile issues.  It was noted that the two bureau websites can be referenced for further organizational details.  Ms. Shaffer further noted that the rulemaking designation “WP” has been established to indicate joint responsibility between the two bureaus for docketed proceedings. 
A spirited discussion about the FCC’s recent 6.25 kHz Order (WT Docket No. 99-87) followed. LMCC endeavored to impress upon the bureau personnel the serious impact the Order would have on land mobile licensees and manufacturers, specifically noting: the disincentive to migrate to 12.5 kHz given the uncertainty of a mandatory future 6.25 kHz deadline; the likelihood of users not getting a return on their investment in 12.5 kHz equipment; the operational difficulty of migrating directly from 25 kHz to 6.25 kHz due to lack of backwards compatibility; the development and manufacturing difficulties created by the 2011 mandate for 6.25 kHz compatibility.  Bureau personnel had difficulty grasping LMCC’s positions though PSHSB staff appeared more open to accommodation than the WTB.
Due to the length and seriousness of the 6.25 kHz discussion, no other agenda items were discussed.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:00 AM.
