Representing the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau were: Cathy Massey, Roger Noel, Scot Stone, Melvin Spann and Terry Fishel (via telephone).  Representing the Public Safety and Homeland Security Bureau were: Dana Shaffer, David Furth and Tracy Simmons.
Mr. Haller thanked the FCC personnel in attendance and noted that the meeting should center on aspects of the agenda items that had specific relevance to the Frequency Advisory Committees. The following items were discussed.
Mr. Furth provided an update on 800 MHz rebanding, noting that border issue discussions with Mexico are underway with a late July/early August target for completion; border issue discussions with Canada are about to begin; and 12.5 kHz adjacent channel protection issues have yet to be decided.
Mr. Noel provided a brief update on the 900 MHz white space auction proceeding noting that interference protection issues are currently undergoing close scrutiny but a decision date remains uncertain.

Mr. Stone explained that the Part 90 NPRM came about as a result of a critical mass of various issues that were ripe for resolution.  He expected the item to be published in the Federal Register sometime during the current week (of the meeting).
A recent change to the ULS has eliminated the frequency coordinators’ ability to electronically withdraw filed applications on their own motion. Instead, they must first obtain the applicant’s password. Mr. Noel was unaware of this change. He will review the matter and report back to LMCC. In the meantime, the Licensing Division will still accept requests for application withdrawal from coordinators via fax.
In the matter of LMCC’s April 4, 2007 letter to Mr. Stone requesting the Commission’s reaffirmation of TSB-88 as the standard for adjacent channel protection at 470-512 MHz, Mr. Stone said this is on reconsideration and cannot be discussed.
In the matter of an FCC Order (DA 07-864) that impacts first-in line application processing issues, Mr. Stone said this is on reconsideration and cannot be discussed.

Limited availability of land mobile spectrum and the need for effective channel recovery procedures were discussed. Noted was LMCC’s April 6, 2007 letter to WTB Chief Fred Campbell concerning required evidence for proving discontinuance of operation. FCC staff  noted the need for a reasonable standard- not too lax, not too stringent, and will review the matter in light of LMCC’s letter.
Issues concerning regulatory fee increases and the time permitted for public comment are more appropriately directed to the FCC Managing Director’s office.  However, WTB staff did express an interest in the coordinators’ stated views. The LMCC Secretary will provide Messrs. Noel and Stone with a copy of EWA’s Reply Comments in the proceeding (MD Docket No. 07-81).
The FACs requested that the Licensing Division honor a commitment made at a previous FAC/FCC meeting to give the FACs and their data service providers adequate notice (ideally three weeks) of changes being made to the ULS, especially those changes that affect the batch filing process.  Messrs. Noel and Simmons will review the matter and report back to LMCC.
Application processing problems have cropped up for applicants in the 800 MHz Expansion Band. Mr. Haller will send a letter outlining the specific problems to Mr. Furth, with cc’s to Mr. Simmons, Ms. Massey and PSHSB Chief Derek Poarch.
The FACs inquired about the ramifications, if any, for mobile only operations below 470 MHz as a result of the Commission’s Order addressing mobile only operations at 800 MHz (DA 06-199). Commission personnel declined to make any definitive conclusions but noted the FACs’ concern and said they will review the matter.
Instances of commercial licensing firms providing incorrect and misleading information to the public should be referred to Riley Hollingsworth in the Compliance Bureau.

The meeting was adjourned at 2:20 PM.
