April 23, 2004 – Advocacy Ballot 04-01

Issue:
Prepare a letter to the Chief of the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau (WTB) requesting resolution of the interference experienced by land mobile licensees from DTV channel 16 in the Fresno, California area.

Action:
Ballot and Draft of the letter sent to the membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 13 members supporting and 7 abstaining.

Result:
Letter was sent to the Chief of the WTB on May 4, 2004.

May 7, 2004 – Advocacy Ballot 04-02

Issue:
Prepare a letter to the Chief of the WTB requesting to correct the discrepancy between the 99-87 2nd Report and Order and the rules adopted earlier in the refarming proceeding.

Action:
Ballot and Draft of the letter sent to the membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 13 members supporting and 7 abstaining.

Result:
Letter was sent to the Chief of the WTB on May 17, 2004.

June 1, 2004 – Advocacy Ballot 04-03

Issue:
Establish a coordination standard that no FAC can coordinate or file an application for an exclusive use frequency encumbered by an expired license until the FCC’s database exhibits that the license is “cancelled”.

Action:
Ballot and Draft of the letter sent to the membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 13 members supporting and 7 abstaining.

Result:
Letter was sent to Chief of the Public Safety and Critical Infrastructure Division of the WTB on June 30, 2004.

September 2, 2004 – Advocacy Ballot 04-04

Issue:
Prepare Comments for WT Docket No. 99-87, supporting a petition requesting deferral of the rule that mandates 6.25 kHz capability for any new applications for equipment authorization after January 1, 2005. 

Action:
Ballot and Draft of the Comments sent to the membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 14 members supporting and 6 abstaining.



Result:

Comments were submitted on September 13, 3004.

October 19, 2004 - Advocacy Ballot 04-05

Issue:
Establish frequency coordination standards for Special Emergency frequencies.

Action:
Ballot and Draft of the standards sent to the membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 12 members supporting and 8 abstaining.

Result:
Frequency coordination standards based on the Public Safety process were approved on October 27, 2004.

October 28, 2004 – Advocacy Ballot 04-06

Issue:
Establish frequency coordination procedures for Special Pool frequencies (Auto Emergency, Railroad, Petroleum and Power radio services).

Action:
Ballot and Draft of Standard sent to the membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 11 members supporting and 9 abstaining.

Result:
Special Pool Coordination Standard was approved on November 10, 2004.

December 20, 2004 – Advocacy Ballot 04-07

Issue:
Prepare Reply Comments for ET Docket No. 02-380, opposing permitting operation of unlicensed operations on TV channels 14-20.

Action:
Ballot and Draft of Reply Comments sent to the membership for Approval; Ballot passes with 15 members supporting and 5 abstaining.

Result:
Reply Comments submitted on January 31, 2005.
