LMCC Frequency Coordination Standards for Special Emergency Frequencies

1.)
Special Emergency frequencies are available to all eligibles as noted in §90.20(2). This includes ambulances, fire, and police departments. However, Public Safety entitites must utilize the appropriate PW coordinator if they wish to include other PW channels on the same application. Applicants requesting only PS frequencies can utilize any Part 90 FAC.

2.)
PW coordinators adhere to a five (5) day coordination notification period via e-mail (not an EDP file transaction posting). The preferred method is a PDF of the FCC Form 601; all pages. But at the very least the provided information should include: applicant name, transmitter coordinates, city, county, state, ground elevation, AAT, frequency(ies), station class, number of mobile units, TPO, ERP, emission, and area of operation. It is recommended that non-PW coordinators adhere to the established notification procedures.


a.)
Any PS channel must be submitted to IMSA for clearance.

b.)
Any PS channel with a 15 kHz adjacent PP channel must be submitted to APCO for clearance.

c.)
Any PS channel with a 15 kHz adjacent PH channel must be submitted to AASHTO for clearance.

d.)
Any PS channel with a 15 kHz adjacent PX channel must be submitted to all PS coordinators for clearance.

e.)
Any PS channel with a PH co-channel must be submitted to AASHTO for clearance.

f.)
Wide band systems must include consideration for the above situations out to ten (10) miles at 15 kHz +/- for adjacent channels and out to 75 miles for co-channel assignments.

g.)
Incumbents are protected using 19/37 dBu interference/service contours.

h.)
Low band channels (30-47 MHz) do not have any adjacent channel standards due to 20 kHz spacing. (Note: there is some AASHTO co-channel sharing.)

3.)
Common sense coordination principles are generally applicable. For example, in many (but not necessarily all) cases, two school bus systems can be more appropriate to share a channel in the same vicinity rather than a school bus system and an ambulance.

4.)
Repeaters are not prohibited but are discouraged because the PS allocation does not provide for input channels. (Note: IMSA is disinclined to concur with requests from applicants with dual PS/IB eligibility that propose using a PS channel for one side of a repeater pair and an IB channel for the other side.)

5.)
In some instances, a channel is designated as a common or mutual aid channel for all radio services to share.  If frequency research indicates that all licensees in the county that have need for such mutual aid use are utilizing a certain frequency, then and only then can that channel be assigned to another similar user despite the obvious potential for co-channel interference. However, the location/contour criteria noted above is still applicable in such instances.

6.)
Wide-area and statewide recommendations are not permitted.

7.)
The applicable radio service code is ‘PW’.
