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LMCC President Al Ittner called the 2009 Annual Membership Meeting of the Land Mobile Communications Council (LMCC) to order at 9:03 a.m. in the Quorum Room of the L’Enfant Plaza Hotel, 480 L’Enfant Plaza S.W., Washington, D.C. on Wednesday, April 8, 2009.  The meeting agenda is attached to these minutes in Appendix A, and a list of the attendees is attached to these minutes in Appendix B.  
 


Mr. Ittner made introductory remarks and after member self-introductions, recognized that a quorum of the membership was present in order to transact business. All member organizations except AAA were in attendance. 
The minutes from the December 11, 2008 Special Membership Meeting were distributed and approved by the membership (UTC made a motion to accept the minutes. ASRI seconded.). A copy is attached to these minutes in Appendix C.

Mr. Ittner briefly reviewed the Summary of Advocacy Requests/Member Resolutions for 2008/2009 and thanked the membership for their participation and support during the year. The Advocacy Summary is attached to these minutes in Appendix D.
LMCC Secretary/Treasurer Donald Vasek requested that any updates to the Membership Roster be sent to him at donald.vasek@enterprisewireless.org.  A copy of the current LMCC Membership Roster is attached to these minutes in Appendix E.

Mr. Vasek delivered the 2008/2009 Financial Report.  The proposed dues level for the coming year is $1000 per member organization. A brief discussion was held concerning LMCC’s operating deficit but the membership expressed no alarm and declined to take related action. The report, including the dues proposal was accepted by the membership. (FIT motion/UTC second) A copy of the Financial Report is attached to these minutes in Appendix F.

There was no member interest in further discussion of the revised LMCC By-Laws proposal that was rejected by the membership in January.
The membership discussed a number of issues all related to mandatory migration to 12.5 kHz technologies including:
 - A revised version of LMCC’s draft Public Notice addressing 12.5 kHz migration was recently filed with the FCC; 
- The recent waiver granted to The Town of New Haven, VT merits additional follow-up with the FCC- most likely in the context of discussing the draft PN; 

- LMCC’s reply to Russell Fox’s inquiry regarding narrowband coordination procedures has generated some controversy and was referred to the Spectrum Management Task Force for further review.
The membership discussed a number of issues related to TV band utilization and TV white space opportunities including: 
- Petitions for Reconsideration of the TV White Space Order to permit use of personal/portable devices in channels 14-20; 
- NPSTC’s Petition for Rulemaking to amend the existing TV band rules to provide greater use and flexibility in the authorized markets; 
- Seeking additional spectrum use opportunities in channels 2-20. 
A summary of these issues is attached to these minutes in Appendix G. 
The membership approved a motion to file LMCC comments in support of NPSTC’s TV band petition. (NASF/AFWA) Ralph Haller will draft the comments.  
The membership also approved a motion to file LMCC comments in response to the TVWS reconsiderations which reitierate LMCC’s position in prior filings urging the FCC to exclude TVWS devices from channels 14-20. (APCO/UTC).  The TVWS Task Force will draft the Comments.
Mr. Haller gave a brief summary of the conference call held earlier in the week with the FCC to discuss LMCC’s letter addressing station operation after modification. No decisions were made during the call.

Mr. Haller initiated a discussion concerning the merits of a five-year vs. ten-year license term. The membership approved a motion to file an LMCC Petition for Rulemaking to restore the five-year license term. (FIT/AASHTO)  FIT will draft the petition.
Members expressed concern about the Spectrum Inventory Bill proposed by Congress, the purpose of which is to identify more spectrum to be auctioned for broadband, though Department of Defense spectrum is likely the main target. Further monitoring is warranted as the bill moves through Congress.
Time constraints limited discussion on Strategies for 2009, though a couple of issues were mentioned in addition to Spectrum Inventory Bill that warrant further LMCC focus, including improvements in Canadian coordination, 451-470 MHz potential interference from implanted medical devices, and the need to provide a land mobile education to the new FCC commissioners.
Doug Aiken, chair of the Nominating Committee, delivered his report and announced the slate of candidates for Board of Directors seats. Upon tabulating the ballot results it was determined that there was tie between two members for the third At-Large Director seat. FIT made a motion that a run-off election for the seat be held immediately. There was no second to the motion. NASF made a motion that a fourth At-Large seat be created to accommodate the tie. AASHTO seconded.  The motion was approved by the membership with one opposing vote.
The following members were elected by written ballot: for President- Al Ittner(TIA); for Vice President- Ralph Haller(FCCA); for Secretary/Treasurer- Donald Vasek(EWA); for Directors-at-Large- Doug Aiken(IMSA), Bob Gurss(APCO), Tom Keller(AAR) and Bill Brownlow(AASHTO).  The report and elections were accepted by the membership.  (NASF motion/UTC second)

There being no further business before the membership, Mr. Ittner adjourned the meeting at 10:50 a.m. (AASHTO /AAR)

Following the conclusion of the formal business meeting, an FCC Regulator’s Panel was held featuring Joel Taubenblatt- Deputy Chief of the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau, Erika Olsen- Deputy Chief of the Public Safety & Homeland Security Bureau, and Ira Keltz, Deputy Chief of the Office of Engineering and Technology.
